The dog is standing ona rcctanguiar base bcnding backwards, rcady o jump forward, the tail curled around his back
and the ears erect in attention. The dog’s body is covered with large black spots.

Egyptians loved their dogs as much as we do and thcy are often rcprcscntcd in two- or three-dimensional Egyptian
art. Three-dimensional Middle Kingdorn Cxampies in faience dcpict individual dogs and sometimes owners set on a
base. Though it may have had a syrnboiic meaning (for Cxarnp]c: a Watchdog in the afterlife) the dog was most iikciy
a treasured reminder of a pcrson’s pet during their life, and thus included in the tomb as a kccpsakc.
